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Contextualization Lab

Objectives: Students must search through photos of food and divide their photos into two different areas: things the students like and things the students do not like. They must tell their partner “Me gusta(n)…” and “No me gusta(n)…”. Finally, they must order off of a menu without the use of photos (scaffolding) to a waiter (the teacher). 
Realia: Photos of food that is eaten in Latin America, Spanish menu
Adaptation: Every student needs to know how to speak in a restaurant setting, including how to say, “I like this, what do you have that is like that?” They must also be familiar with certain types of food that is served and what it consists of. Because the text book only names food and does not give pictures or definitions of what each item is made of to really grasp what the students favor or not favor. They will also ask a waiter what to eat in a restaurant setting, which is always helpful to know how to do. 
Procedure: 

1. Students view a Power Point slide with Spanish names of foods in writing only to understand pronunciation as well as Me gusta(n), no me gusta(n), me gustaria(n)… as well as explained using pictures (not food) of when to use gusta and gustan. 
2. Students are instructed to get into pairs. 

3. Teacher demonstrates that each person is to take out one photo in their baggy, look at it, and say me gusta(n) or no me gusta(n) depending on if they like the food or not. 

4. Students then place the food in that category on their sheet, one at a time. 
5. From the students’ likes and dislikes, they will look at a menu, which has food with photos on it, decide what they would like to order, and answer the question from the waitress, “¿Qué le pide hoy?”, and students must order what they will want from their waiter (teacher). 
6. Students then receive the photo of what they ordered from the waiter, who is carrying it on top of a waitressing carrier in his/her hand.
