Topic: Machu Picchu, Peru

Context: The students are introduced to Machu Picchu and the Incan way of life through a PowerPoint discussing location, culture of the Incans, etc., then watch a short video, and finally are given a short text (comprehensible real-life article or folk tale) on Machu Picchu and its’ people. 
Rationale: The students are currently reading a novel about a family traveling to Peru, but it does not touch on the historical landmarks of the country. By exploring Machu Picchu, students will be able to view Peru as both a historical as well as a modern society with a rich history and culture. 
Procedure:

1. Student teacher hands out handout packet and explains that packet will be used throughout connected lesson. 

2. Student teacher introduces Machu Picchu through an ‘Introduction’ PowerPoint to class (completed in TL.)  
3. Students follow along in handouts.
4. Student teacher goes over handout briefly (all answers were given on slides) for quick comprehension check.
5. Students watch short video on Machu Picchu and Incans. 
6. Remind students to look over questions in case student teacher may have questions after movie (so students can follow along and they know what they are looking for in movie.) 

7. Student teacher asks pre-determined questions (TBD) after movie for quick comprehension check. 

8. Students take out short article on Machu Picchu in handout packet. 

9. ( Any words students do not understand?

10. Students work in pairs to read and understand the article – decide main point and summarize in two sentences (20 words). 
11. Groups convene. 

12. Student teacher asks for summary of article from groups – volunteers / victims ( 
13. Discussion group on article – what was main point? 
14. Agreeance / Disagreeance?
15. Discuss plan for Wednesday and Thursday.
