Context:  the students have learned best using this technique, it will be used to teach these vocabulary words in order to do the activity for the following day. (The technique involves the student teacher helping the students create a story orally using their classmates as main characters.)  

Rationale: The students learn this way with our mentor teacher and are very familiar with this way of learning. They also react in a positive manner to this teaching methodology. Also, because our mentor teacher is such a positive influence in the world of TPRS, I feel it will be a good learning experience for me as a student teacher to work closely with her in creating and implementing a lesson plan that is based in TPRS and its beliefs and methods. 
Procedure:

1. Student teacher puts three vocabulary words on board with English translations.

2. Student teacher begins with the first vocabulary word - Personalized Questions and Answers - Students.

3. Student teacher then moves on to second, third vocabulary words. 
4. Student teacher begins story.

5. Student teacher ‘circles’ each word of the vocabulary, and as each word gets exhausted (by gathering details about the story), they move onto the next word. 
6. Student teacher goes over writing project for next day.
