Context: Since students now have the language, vocabulary and knowledge of Machu Picchu and its’ rich history, a writing exercise will help to create a well rounded close to the unit. 
Rationale: The students feel more comfortable writing then they do speaking, and since they will have been speaking the entire second day, the writing project at the end of the connected teach will afford the students to be creative in the language and utilize working knowledge of their brains, dictionaries, their student teacher, as well as their peers.  
Procedure:

1. Student teacher puts the word “Vacación” on board (Plays a big part in Final Writing Project)

2. Students free write for 3 minutes, writing down words, phrases, climate, etc. 

3. Group discussion of word – 5 minutes.  

4. Student teacher goes over again the Rubric and Expectations of writing project. 

5. ST hands out directions to writing assignment & photo and reads the directions out loud. 

a. Photos come from Presentation Power Points – students are asked to write about the particular photo as if they actually took it at Machu Picchu. 

6. Students have 20 minutes to write a rough draft.
7. ST answers any and all questions posed to her – walks around room making sure everyone is doing what they are trying to do - working hard and staying on task. 

8. Transfer the rough draft onto final copy paper along with picture.

9. Due at end of hour.
