Lesson Plan for Learning Centers
Brief Description
Students were placed in learning centers to introduce a new chapter. This gave the students an opportunity to get up out of their seats and move around, and also provided differentiated instruction in group work. As students rotated, they experienced 5 different concepts, both review and new, and had meaningful interactions with their peers as they worked towards completing each center in 9 minutes. When time was up, music was played for 30 seconds and they rotated to the next center.

Learning Center Descriptions
Center #1

A. Students will make a vocabulary web of the vocabulary from Chapter 3. There will be an example of the web on the table for better understanding. 

B. Students need the worksheet handed out in class, a pencil/pen, the sample web at the center. 

C. Using a vocabulary web instead of lists, students will be able to better group words together, mimicking the brain pattern for remembering vocabulary words.

D. The worksheet they will complete this activity on is due at the end of the hour.

E. Participation will be assessed by a video camera placed on the students. 

Center #2

A. Students will write a description of photos on the desk using at least 4 reflexive verbs and writing at least 4 sentences (are able to use the same photo or a different photo for each sentence).
B. Students need the worksheet handed out in class, a pencil/pen, the reflexive verb review placed at the center, and the photos.
C. Students will be under pressure to write four sentences in nine minutes about a picture, further helping their ‘under pressure’ writing skills for the MME and AP Spanish exam they will take before they exit high school.

D. The worksheet they will complete this activity on is due at the end of the hour.

E. Participation will be assessed by a video camera placed on the students. 

Center #3

A. Students will meet with the teacher to go over the sentence structure hace + amt. of time + que + present tense.
B. Students need the worksheet handed out in class, a pencil/pen and the teacher for instruction. 

C. By having a one on one conference with the students, it will provide them more feedback for learning this structure. 
D. The worksheet they will complete this activity on is due at the end of the hour.

E. Participation will be assessed by a video camera placed on the students. 

Center #4

A. Students will review the reflexive verb form using pg. 86 más practica #1 on the worksheet. 

B. Students need the worksheet handed out in class, a pencil/pen, the reflexive verb review placed at the table, class books.
C. By providing more practice with the reflexive verb form, the students have a better opportunity to remember the form through practice.
D. The worksheet they will complete this activity on is due at the end of the hour.

E. Participation will be assessed by a video camera placed on the students. 

Center #5

A. Students work on a worksheet that introduces adverbs with –mente and vocabulary from Ch. 3.
B. Students need the worksheet provided at the center, a pen/pencil, and their books.
C. By providing more practice with the vocabulary, students have a better chance at remembering it. Also, by fostering the students to be self-learners, there is a much better chance that they remember what they have learned with –mente.

D. The worksheet they will complete this activity with is due at the end of the hour.

E. Participation will be assessed by a video camera placed on the students. 

Rotation Sample
During this set of learning centers, students rotated groups according to a sheet of paper that had their group listing on it. They may not have been with the same people at each learning center. For example, Student A began at learning center #1 and then we to center #2. Student B also began at learning center #1, but then traveled to center #5. This provided a wide variety of learners at all centers, and I had the final say as to where each person went when I created the rotation. This weeded out any peer factors that may have caused some students not to finish their work.

TEACHING APPROPRIATE BEHAVIOR AND PREVENTING POTENTIAL PROBLEMS
Students have been in Learning Centers twice in class. We reviewed how to read what group you are supposed to rotate to as part of class and have discussed in the past the expectations that we have for them. Also, by telling them that the assignment is due at the end of the hour for a GRADE, the students have a greater probability of completing the learning centers on time and successfully. 

I plan to walk around the first minute or so of each group to make sure that each student is on task and each group understands what is going on to prevent potential problems that may occur within each center. 
Assessment
A video camera was used to tape student participation. At each learning center, the students were given 9 minutes to complete a task. Below is an example of a completed packet.
