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Activity Plan

Intended Learning Outcomes:

· To prepare students to watch a bbc.co.uk clip of Fidel Castro and Cuban poverty

· To recognize the impact that Fidel Castro has on the Spanish-speaking world

· To learn new vocabulary related to the news clip

Realia / Learning Aids: 

· Photos of Fidel Castro, a hat, and poverty in Cuba

Aspects of the Video that might be difficult for the Class: 
· The accent has a Cuban dialect

· Only a small portion of the video discusses Cuban poverty

· Vocabulary & speech are very difficult and spoken very fast

Purpose for Viewing / Listening: 

· To follow the news article reading the translation and place the vocabulary into the given text


· Sets the tone for poverty unit in Latin America

· Helps the students begin to prepare for a case study and project on one country of their choosing in Latin America, Spain or Guinea Equatorial

Procedure: 

1. Students are introduced to main vocabulary points used on activity sheet as well as through power point presentation.
2. Students work with a partner to correspond Spanish and English words to the best of their ability. 

3. Teacher goes through vocabulary one by one through help of power point slides as well as pictures. 

4. Students correspond words with questions on pre-activity sheet and answer questions in English in groups of two. 

5. Groups convene and discuss answers to various questions on activity sheet. 

6. Teacher reads through article with students to familiarize what students will be watching once they see the news report. 
7. Students work together to fill in their knowledge of the vocabulary and figure out what the main point of the article is.
