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Objective: Given the maps of the countries of Latin America & a list of religions, the students will be able to identify what religions are in each region of the Spanish-speaking world. 
Realia: Map Latin America; Spanish bible. 
How/why I chose this: I believe that it is very important for students to have a firm understanding of religion in Latin America and Spain for the simple reason that religion is involved in all aspects of life in the Spanish-speaking world. Once students understand this concept, they will have the ability and knowledge to apply their reasoning to why certain cultures in Latin America do certain things. 
Procedure:
1. Explain in English that we will be learning about religions and regions in Latin America. 

2. Discuss using the overhead projector the various vocabulary words being used.
3. Students complete matching exercise individually to familiarize themselves with the vocabulary.
4. Teacher discusses culture and religion and Latin America.
5. Students guess the percentages of each religion in certain areas of Latin America in groups of two using English.
6. Teacher brings class back together to discuss real percentages.

7. Teacher discusses implications for these percentages.

8. If I had more time, I would make this a complete lesson by having the students look at certain holidays that are celebrated in Latin America and doing a comparison study between the religion of Latin America and their way of life compared to that of the United States.
